Chinese Studies is an international periodical with a focus on Chinese
literature, history, and philosophy. Scholars from both Taiwan and abroad are
welcome to submit papers.

. Chinese Sudiesis a semiannual publication, with issues coming out each June

and December. Chinese Studies content consists of articles, book reviews, etc.
Submitted papers must be previously unpublished (for those whose papers
were presented at a conference, please make sure that no conference proceed-
ings were published), and are subject to approval by our panel of scholars.

. Papers should not exceed 30 sheets of A4-sized paper (one side, double-

spaced) and reviews should not exceed 8 pages. However, exceptions can
occasionally be made for special cases. Only papersin English or Chinese are
accepted.

. The following should be provided in both English and Chinese: paper title,

abstract of 300 words, and five key words. Also, please include a copy of
your paper in MS Word on a 3.5 floppy disk (for Apple users, please convert
computer filesto PC format).

. Please include a brief description of your academic credentials including the

ingtitution you are now affiliated with and your position there, and provide
your mailing address, telephone number, fax number, e-mail address, and any
other contact information if possible.

. As soon as a paper is published in Chinese Studies, the honorarium will be

calculated in accordance with R.O.C. federal regulations. In addition, two
copies of Chinese Sudies and forty-five offprint copies of the paper will be
sent to the author.

. We retain the right to edit all submitted articles. If thisis unacceptable, please

state so when sending your manuscript. All manuscripts that are not accepted
will be returned promptly.

. Chinese Sudies is now published in both print and electronic forms. If you

wish to have your paper appear only in printed form, please inform us.

. The author of a submitted article enjoys copyright privileges, but the Center

for Chinese Studies retains property rights for the article. Therefore, the
author has the right to republish it in a collection of his/her essays. However,
anyone else, no matter the purpose, must obtain our permission to reprint
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(including abridged versions) or trandate the article.

10. Authors who submit articles may not infringe upon the rights of others,

Guidelinesfor Papers

English manuscripts should follow the MLA format. Please cite all quotes in
footnotes/endnotes and not within the text itself.

. The first time you mention awork in English that is a tranglation of a Chinese

text, please add the Chinese characters (with appropriate punctuation marks)
after the English title for reference, for example, Journey to the West(D [0 O
0 0" Dreams and Poetry” J [0 O [0 [J etc. In this case, no romanization is
needed.

. The first time you mention a Chinese text, please provide the romanization,

Chinese characters (plus punctuation marks), and a trandation of its title in
parentheses, for example, Ming dai zhengchi zhidu yanjiuD O OO0 0O 00O
0 O (Research on the Ming dynasty political system)...However, if the
Chinese text happens to have been translated and you know the English title,
please provide it in parentheses instead (plus appropriate punctuation, etc.),
for example, Yi Jing [0 O [J (Book of Changes)...

. For Chinese articles in journals, proceedings, etc., please just provide the

romanization and Chinese characters of the article and journal with no
translation.

. When specifically quoting a chapter from a book, the title of both the book

and the chapter should be stated, for example,(0 0 O [0 O 0 O O O andd O
0Mmoooooad

. Notes and references for quoted Chinese texts should include the following:

name of author, title of article/book, volume number, page number(s), etc.
Editions of ancient texts should be noted immediately after the publisher.

Papers should have independent introductions and conclusions, regardless of
their length. Each section should have a short subtitle and should be
numbered clearly by using O , 00 , O ...(for Chinese papers) or 1, 2, 3...(likea
standard outline for English-language papers).

. The birth and death dates of important historical figures should be included in

parentheses the first time they appear in the text. For emperors, their reign
dates should be used instead. Exceptions can be made for famous figures
such as Confucius, the Duke of Chou O [I , etc.

. Please provide the Chinese characters of romanizations and a glossary of

them at the end of the paper, before the bibliography (if any).
In displaying numbers, adding footnotes, and providing citations in Chinese
articles, pleaseconsulttheD 0 0D OO0 O OO OO .
